








3 as muhlenbergia (bull grass), and salvia (Texas violet). Spiky and bold
plants such as agave and aloe were selected for their sculptural effect.
Along the driveway, ocotillos were added for a vertical element.

! To conserve water, three underground tanks (holding 1,700 gallons
each) were installed to collect and store rainwater from the roof. In addi-
tion, an irrigation controller system was installed to measure the evapo-
, transpiration of the plants and the soil.

Once the final stages of the design were in place, the homeowners
contacted Marylee Pangman of The Contained Gardener to suggest
accents with large pottery and selected plants to blend in with the new
landscape design. More than 20 pots were chosen and placed near the
kitchen, patio and pool areas for additional color and texture accents. HG
